4th MEDITERRANEA DISCUS CONTEST’S REGULATIONS

Lecce (ITALY) 27-30 September 2007

1.  All participants shall abide by the rules & regulations. Entry found in violation of any of the rules and regulations shall be disqualified.


2.  The organisers shall be the only authority responsible for interpreting the rules & regulations.


3.  The competition shall be open to discus fans all over the world.

4.  There shall be 11 classes in the “4th Mediterranea Discus” Competition :

     Class 1 
Heckel wild types; 
     Class 2 
Brown wild types; 
     Class 3 
Blue wild types; 

     Class 4 
Green wild types;

     Class 5 
Striped Turquoise (including Snakeskin);

     Class 6 
Red Turquoise;

     Class 7 
Solid Blue (Cobalt, Solid Turquoise, Blue Diamond, Reflection D, etc.)

     Class 8 
Solid Red –Yellow (Golden, Marlboro, San Merah, Red Melon, etc.);

  Class 9 
Spotted (Leopard Skin, Leopard Snake Skin, Red Spotted, Ring Leopard);

  Class 10 
Pigeon Blood crosses;

  Class 11 
Open Class (unclassified strains and crosses such as Albino, Nebula, Calico, Snow White, etc.).

5. Each entry consists of 1 Discus fish .

   A non refundable entry of Euro 20,00 shall be charged for each entry. All entry forms shall be accompanied by full payment.

   Participants shall be allowed to submit a maximum of 4 entries (4 tanks) in total and maximum 2 per class.


6. The organisers reserve the right to re-categorise the registered fishes in case of wrong entry for any class. Participant shall be informed of any such re-categorising decision.

    The entry fee will be fully refunded to participants that do not agree with fish re-categorising, and the fish will be not accepted to  the competition.

    Due to the limited number of tanks and in case of numerous entries, the organisers reserve the right to limit a participant to a maximum of 1 entry per class. This is to encourage maximum participation from all hobbyists and breeders.
Organisers shall inform unsuccessful applicants at least 30 days prior to the competition date.


7. Each competition tank will be of 100 litres, heated with thermostat, air-filter and single cover. 

    Initial water parameters will be as follows: T° about 28°C, pH between 6.8 to 7, conductibility about 200 microsiemens.

8. The organisers shall do all efforts to help participants in taking care of Discus health throughout the duration of the competition. However, the organisers shall not be held responsible for any injury, disease or mortality of fishes.


9.   Fishes shall not be fed during the competition.


10. Once the entries are accepted and showed at the exhibition, participants shall not remove any exhibits from the tanks, unless prior approval has been obtained from the organisers.


11. Participants are not allowed to put into the show tanks any medication or water conditioners even colourless.


12. The closing date for all entries payment shall be Saturday, September 15th 2007.


13. All  fishes shall be brought to the competition venue on Tuesday, September the 25th 2007, between 11 am and  9 pm.


14. Judging shall take place on Wednesday, September the 26th 2007, from 3 pm. Onward and awards will be given on Saturday September the 29th 2007at 6 pm. 

15.  A panel of local and foreign judges shall be invited to judge at the competition. The decision taken by the judges shall  be final and binding and no further correspondence shall be entertained.

16. In the event of contention, the Organising Committee shall be the only authority responsible for the interpretation of the rules & regulations.

      No arguments  shall be entertained.


17. Under request  made to the organisers, the final results, will be made available at the organisers’ office after the award ceremony.


18.Competitors shall collect their fish from the show venue on Sunday September 30th from 2pm to 5pm or Monday October the 01st 2007 from 10 am. The organising Committee shall  not be held responsible for any fish not collected  on the date and time as specified above.


19.Trophies shall be awarded to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd winners for each class and for the Best of Show.

     The Best of the Show shall be chosen among the 1st  winners of the 11 classes.


20. Judging criteria:

First step: Each judge chooses his 6 favourite fishes in each class. After consideration of the judge’s preferences, a list including the six more voted fishes in each class will be drafted;

Second step: From this list, judges choose the first, second and third place winners for each category among the six specimens of each class. Judgements about the winners will be express by the Jury.

Third step: All 11 first winners for each class will be judged (by discussion through the judges) in a final round for choosing the Best of Show.

   Participants must understand that the judges’ assessment shall be based on the condition of the fish at the time of judging.
