Those here below are the questions:  

1. When your activity with the fishes – aquariums began and especially with the rainbowfishes?

2. How many times have you traveled in Australia and to Papua New Guinea and how is been made the captivity of the fishes in their biotopes?
3. Setting up an aquarium for rainbow fishes, what is the things we should pay attention and what we should avoid so as to have healthy fishes for many years, plants, decoration, stones, woods and hiding places?

4. If someone has an aquarium smaller than 150 liter which melanotaenias can put in and how many are the lower liters where we can have in this specie.
5. Which is the right percentage males-females in melanotaenias and which in the pseudomugils?
6. Which is the ideal food for the melanotaenias and the pseudomugils?

7. Which melanotaenias hybridizing between them?
8. What is the age in which usually the rainbow fishes start to show their colors and in what age are sexually mature?
9. Is there a trick to drive our rainbow fishes to mate each other?
10. Which is the best method to bring up the fry starting from the moment that is still an egg? (care of the eggs, food of the fry, temperature e.t.c.)
11. I have observed and I have also read the pseudomugils which are common in the market like furcatus, signifier, gertrudae, generally are favorable of the medium hard to hard water, is that true?
12. Can we maintain in one aquarium two different species pseudomugils, are there restrictions on that?
13. In which illness are given to the melanotaenias and what we should have in mind to avoid this?
14. Which melanotaenia is your favorite and for what reason?
15. Except of rainbow fishes in what other fishes are you attracted to and would you like to have them in your aquariums?
16. The rainbow fishes can be maintained in a high-tech aquarium with high content in CO2, many fertilizers and intense lighting?

17. Certainly in your aquariums you have in those days or in the past wild caught rainbow fishes, which is the difference in their behavior, in their colors and in the frequency of their breed relating to the breed rainbow fishes.
18. If someone wants fishes that you have, can you supply them to him and how can he communicate with you?
Thank you very much for sharing your knowledge with us and I hope to see you soon in a seminar in Greece because your knowledge and your answers will be valuable to many people.
